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Point To Point Navigation

Standard voice navigation as you know it from your car or other applications. Starting and ending

points can be selected by various methods of the ®Location Selector (GPS position, address, tap on
map...). Provided you do not use BRouter offline routing servicethe navigation is computed on an
internet server so the internet connection is needed.

There are a few ways how to start navigation to a point:

* Navigate to function
e Navigation to a point in Locus database
* Navigation to a point on map

1. Final point

Select method of defining Final Point of your navigation - show it on the map, search address etc.
You can also define a pre-set target for repeated use.
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Then it is possible to change the location of the starting point as well.

2. Navigation profile dialog

Next step is to choose the navigation profile - means of transport. The selection depends on used
navigation data source. Locus supports several navigation data sources. MapQuest and BRouter

provide further profile settings:

o Guidance (with commands) - simplified mode with TTS direction changes notifications

e Save permanently - if checked, you can store you navigation route to the device memory for
later use. You can select a folder for it or create a new one.
